Good Friday, April 2 is a day of abstinence from meat 

(for those over 14) and also a day of fast. The day of 

fast is limited to one full meal and two small meals 

(for those 18-59). All Fridays of the season of Lent are 

days of abstinence from meat. Fast and abstinence on 

the days prescribed should be considered a minimum 

response to the Lord's call to penance and conversion. 

Prayer opportunities include Stations of the Cross on 

Fridays at 7pm and Evening Mass on Tuesdays at 

6:30pm. An almsgiving opportunity is to participate in 

Operation Rice Bowl. Confession opportunities in-

clude Saturdays from 3-4pm, all Monday mornings 

following the 7am Mass during Lent, and all Sundays 

during Lent following the 8am and 10am Masses.  Our 

Cluster Communal Penance Service will be on Mon-

day, March 15 at 7pm at STM.

FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR 
 I know most of you are asking yourselves ñWhy 

does Father put the statue of Jesus lying in the tomb 

out every Lent?  Shouldnôt that come out on Good 

Friday?ò  I know that it is a bit early but I always 

think that Lent is about God.  The sacrifices that we 

make, no matter how big or how small, should re-

mind us of the suffering that Jesus did for us.  Lent 

really is not about offering something up, sacrificing 

this or being charitable for my own benefit.  Our 

sacrifices must unite us with the suffering of Jesus.  

All of our charitable deeds should connect us with 

the love that God has for each one of us. 

 This is why I put the statue out under the altar 

every year because it should remind us of exactly 

how much love Jesus has for us since He was will-

ing to suffer so much for us.  Every time you pray 

before the altar and every time you come up to re-

ceive Holy Communion, remember ñthat God so 

loved the world that He gave His only Son.ò 

 Lent is about doing great things for God.  Lent is 

about showing your love for God by sacrificing, 

praying and giving of yourself just as Jesus did for 

you.  So the next time you are tempted to eat that 

piece of chocolate, smoke that cigarette, skip the 

Stations of the Cross that you promised you would 

do, or eat that hot dog on Friday, just think of that 

statue under the altar and maybe you will be able to 

push that temptation far away.
