 School was called off on Tuesday, as we waited 

for a new transformer to be installed.  We were up 

and running by 8pm Tuesday evening.  That was 

great and the school was fully functional.  However, 

it was a different story for the rectory.  There were 

some problems with the boiler, cable and most im-

portant the phone system.  As I write this article it is 

Wednesday afternoon and we are still trying to fix 

these problems.  We are not sure how long this is 

going to take to get it fixed, but please know we are 

doing everything possible. 

 I would like to apologize for any inconvenience 

this may have caused you.  We are unable to make 

calls out or receive them.  It is my hope that by the 

end of this business day we should have the phones 

fixed.  Again I apologize for any inconvenience and 

thank you for your understanding.
