FROM THE DESK O F THE PASTOR 

 Some of you may have heard that there is a new 

sacramentary coming out in the near future. This is 

true! Yes, it is true that some of the Mass parts will 

be a bit different, the prayers and the responses will 

be changed. You are probably wondering to yourself 

why. Why is the church now, all of a sudden, chang-

ing the Mass when we just went through this a few 

years ago? These changes have actually been in the 

works for many years. The purpose of these changes 

is to take the language of the Liturgy as close as we 

can back to the original text. The church feels that 

there was something lost in the translation from the 

Latin to the English language. It is the hope of the 

Universal Church that by going back to the original 

text we will be using words that more correspond 

with what we believe. Please know that these 

changes will not come up all of a sudden and you 

will not be forced to make them without any educa-

tion of their meaning or purpose. We will be having 

workshops, bulletin articles and inserts in the com-

ing months to help everyone understand and prepare 

for these new changes. Please know that these 

changes are NOT OPTIONS, as it seems the last 

changes to the liturgy were. These changes will be 

universal. 

 In other news, our Bingo got started off to a 

wonderful beginning but due to the 90°+ tempera-

tures the number of people coming has fallen off a 

bit. So it was decided that we would try using Utopia 

Hall (since it is air conditioned) for the time being, 

at least until the weather breaks. We have looked 

into the idea of getting air conditioning for the gym. 

We have already received four bids but unfortu-

nately the estimated quotes on each of the bids have 

been inconsistent. The bids have ranged from 

$16,000 to $91,000. Due to the fact that we still owe 

a substantial amount in back assessments, it would 

be hard to rationalize any spending that would be 

over $20,000. Please know we are still looking into 

this matter, and with the guidance of the Finance 

Council, we will see what we can do about the gym. 

Please know that I will keep you informed as we 

continue to look into this situation.
